This past Saturday we competed in the first ever NSC Indoor Invitational. Strong 

performances all-around, as we took 4th in both the F/S and Varsity levels. Listed 

below all our medalists (Top 3). 

At the F/S level, we had 2 meet champions. Freshman Kessler Magrow won the 

HighJump with a PR of 4'11", and Freshman Elijah Mendoza won the 1600 with a 



 

 

time of 5:06.71.

At the Varsity level, the Big Guys led the way, as Brandon Hansen took 3rd in the 

Shot Put, and Marcel Siepko took a pair of 2nd, in the 60M and 200M Dashes. 

Julian Eagar finished on Marcel's heels in the 200, finishing 3rd. Sophomore 

Alberto Diaz took 3rd in the 3200M with a huge PR of 10:13.03. We also had a 

number of other scorers in the top 6, which you can find in the attached results. Lots 

of PRs and great efforts on the night, demonstrating that we can compete when the 

outdoor season begins. One more indoor meet, as we will be back at Lakes HS on 

Friday.
