We had a number of strong
performances of our own.

The foursome of Elijah
Mendoza, Nathan McCreight, Kessler Magrow, and Nathaniel Mendez all ran in the
low to mid 2:20's, and ran well below their seed time.

Also in the distances, Tom Russ broke 11 in the 3200 for the first time, and Logan
Ramirez and Mariano Rodriguez both PRd in the 800, with both runners dropping
big chunks of time from last week. Javier Mata and Alberto Diaz run under 4:50 in
the 1600, with Alberto dropping 8 seconds from his PR.
