Varsity hosted a Quad over the weekend inviting Stagg, Grayslake North, and Fremd.
The Mustangs won 2 out of 3 duals beating Stagg 54-21, Grayslake North 57-0, and
losing to Fremd 44-15. The Varsity Mustangs are now 11-3 of the season and became
Honorable Mentioned as a Team in State.
